As you study Portuguese in Brazil you will learn that Capoeira became accepted and famous as a dance tradition rather than as a fighting activity. 

Nowadays, the tradition has spread all over the world, especially in countries of Latin America and of black influence. Brazil is the capital of Capoeira

dance. While you study Portuguese in Brazil take a chance to watch street performances or attend a Capoeira school or academy. 

Traditionally, those that initiate in this dance are given a nickname. So study Portuguese in Brazil and became a new member of the Capoeira group.

The first Academy was established in 1937, when Capoeira became recognized by the government of Brazil as a sport. Study Portuguese in Brazil

and learn how the fist school was opened in Bahia by the hand of the renowned Mestre Bimba, a master of Capoeira.

The typical dance includes cartwheels, handstands, jumps, kicks and crawling movements on the floor. As you study Portuguese in Portugal you can

appreciate how dancers form a circle and wait for their turn to go to the middle and show their abilities.

Study Portuguese in Brazil and let your heart be filled with the soft and tender music that accompanies the Capoeira dance. The Bimbau is the musical

instrument used during these rituals. Study Portuguese in Brazil and listen to the magical sounds of the seeds inside the gourd of the Bimbau. Playing

the Bimbau is not so difficult, so take your chance and learn this marvellous art as you study Portuguese in Brazil.
